To sustain its commitment to strengthening local legislative capacities, promoting
ethical leadership, and advancing dynamic policy innovations through continuous
capacity development, the Philippine Councilors League is set to conduct the
Quarterly Continuing Local Legislative Education Program for the term 2025-2028.
This initiative is in accordance with Paragraph 7, Section 14, Article XVIII of the PCL
Constitution and By-Laws (CBL).

In view of the above, and in line with Section 1, Article XVII of the said PCL-CBL, the
PCL Legislative Academy shall be responsible for organizing capability-building
programs for PCL members and other interested legislative bodies. The Academy
shalt manage all CLLEP sessions, with the assistance of the PCL Advocacy Center.

Further, the Bureau of Local Government Supervision in line with its mandate, through
the Local Government Relations Division, in coordination with the PCL, shall exercise
program supervision, evaluation, and management to ensure the program's
effectiveness and sustainability.

For the term 2025-2028, the conduct of CLLEP commencing on September 2025 is
hereby authorized, provided that:

e Modules on local legislation and good governance shall feature or include,
but not be limited to, the following areas of focus or concerns:

a) Fundamentals of Local Legislation and Policy-Making;

b) Crafting Social Welfare, Education, Agriculture, and Health
Ordinances;

c) Public Budgeting, Local Finance, and Fiscal Oversight;

d) Digital Governance, Data Privacy, and E-Services;

e) Climate Resilience, Environment, and DRRM Laws;
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f) Inclusive and Participatory Governance;

g) Local Economic Development, MSMEs, and Innovation Hubs;

h) Parliamentary Rules, Legislative Ethics, and Leadership
Excellence.

In light of the foregoing and upon the request of Councilor Raul Corro, PCL National
Chairman, and Councilor Samuel P. Huertas, PCL Interim- National President, all City
and Municipal Mayors are hereby encouraged to allow their respective Sanggunian
Members to attend and participate during the said activity. The Local Chief Executives
have the sole discretion in allowing the participation of the said officials on official
business.

The PCL National Chairman shall submit a Post-Activity Report to the Secretary of the
Interior and Local Government, through the Director of the Bureau of Local
Government Supervision (BLGS), within fifteen (15) days after the conduct of each
CLLEP session, with the following prescribed format:

I.  Executive Brief;

Il. List of Participants;

Ill. Outputs of Technical Sessions;

IV. Issues and Agreement or Recommendations, if any;
V. Total Fees and Disbursements; and

VI. Appendices, if any.

All DILG Regional Directors, and others concerned are directed to cause the widest
dissemination of this Memorandum Circular within their respective areas of jurisdiction.
